III.  Request for Conditional Use Permit of APN 202-15-008G a 1.92 acre parcel zoned Rural Residential (RR). (Kevin Young). 
  
· Report To the Planning & Zoning Commission

Tim gave a brief description of the item on Agenda.  This application was originally submitted as a rezoning; after further review by the City staff, rezoning of this parcel is an illegal application for the submitted use of RV dry storage; per City Code. The application was re-submitted as a Conditional Use Permit on 2/16/2021. Mr. Young is available for any further questions. Young mentioned that the past twenty years his property has been an eye sore. He has put in 640ft split rail fence, and purchased twenty oaks trees that he hopes in a few years will give the property more visual attraction. He hopes to put some dry storage on his property in front that will assist some customers from phoenix in hauling their RV’s up the steep hill. This will allow them to store their RVs here. He will use bales of hay as well as cinders.

Massey wants more information regarding the zoning, initial it was a request for rezoning from rural residential to Commercial.  Yes, originally it was requested as Commercial. Massey asked if the entire property was all rural residential. Yes, this is strictly a Conditional Use Permit for dry storage only. Young would like to use the area for storage of trailers for his out of town customers. They will be parking their recreational vehicles in a dry storage area on his property. No development is allowed under a conditional use but it they wish to change rezoning they will need to come back with this request as well as the proper paperwork. Massey asked if they would be doing any other changes to the property, Mr. Young claims he has no more desire to build any further on his property, he is too old and too tired.
